Instructions for installing and using the Messaging Workbench with the NAACCR Volume V profile
1. Go to the NAACCR website at http://www.naaccr.org
2. On the left, select “Cancer Data Standards -> NAACCR Data Standards for Cancer Registries.”
3. Click on the link at the bottom of that page “Pathology Laboratory Electronic Reporting (Vol. V)”.  This will take you to the Volume V page.
4. At the bottom of that page is a section for “Messaging Workbench Tool”.  There is a link to the Messaging Workbench software and a link to the Volume V Profile.

5. Click on the link “NAACCR Volume V Messaging Workbench Profile” and save the compressed profile to any location on your local system.  After the file has been downloaded, go to this folder and open the zip file to uncompress the file.  It may be saved anywhere that is convenient for you.

6. On the NAACCR Volume V page, click on the link labeled “Download Messaging Workbench from HL7.org*” to download the software. When your browser requests save or open, save it to your local hard disk.  You may save it in any folder you wish.  This is fairly large – about 65Mb.

7. Open the zip file and extract it to anywhere you’d like on your hard drive.

8. Click on the installation package named “setup.exe” and follow the instructions in the installation wizard.  Selecting the defaults will install the Messaging Workbench into the folder c:\Program Files\Messaging Workbench.
After these steps, you will have the latest version of the Messaging Workbench installed on your environment.   

To use the NAACCR Volume V Profile:

The profile has a file extension of “.mwb”.  The filename of the initial release version of the Volume V profile is “naaccr cancer registry message-oru_r01_v13.mwb”.  You do not need to have the profile in any particular folder, it can be anywhere on your hard disk, or even on a network drive.  However, any library files that are distributed with the profile *must* be moved into the Messaging Workbench library directory, which will be c:\Program Files\Messaging Workbench\Lib before opening the profile.  These library files have extensions of “.mwt”, “.mdf”, and “.mcf”.
The profile can be opened by either double-clicking it, or running the MsgWB.exe program and going to the top to do a “File->Open” and browsing out to your profile to open it.
