Chapter IPRIVATE 

PROBLEM STATEMENT, GOALS, AND SCOPE OF THIS DOCUMENT

THE PROBLEM

In the late 1980’s, increased efforts to pool data collected by different cancer registries for different purposes drew attention to problems encountered as a result of insufficient data standardization. Three examples follow:

Electronic Submission of Hospital Registry Data to State or Other Central Registries

Central registries recognized that data quality and efficiency of collection could be improved with reporting of data electronically via diskette or modem or the web. Many have set up systems for receiving electronic data from multiple sources. Often these data were collected using different software, different data sets, different codes, and different coding rules. Central registries experienced a new frustration of mapping the submissions into their own data systems, while software providers were frustrated at having to prepare submissions for multiple state registries which were yet again different from each other and followed different models of collecting data electronically.

North American Association of Central Cancer Registries XE "North American Association of Central Cancer Registries"  (NAACCR XE "NAACCR" \t "See North American Association of Central Cancer Registries" ) Data Evaluation and Publications Committee XE "Data Evaluation and Publications Committee"  Activities

NAACCR undertook to receive statistical analysis files from its member registries in the standard NAACCR data exchange record layout1 in order to prepare descriptive epidemiological data about the participating areas. However, data sets of the participants differed; the original codes used, format of the data, edits applied, and coding rules differed; and a significant amount of work has been required to produce comparable summary statistics.

National Cancer Data Base XE "National Cancer Data Base"  (NCDB XE "NCDB" \t "See National Cancer Data Base" )

This is a joint project of the Commission on Cancer XE "Commission on Cancer"  (COC XE "COC" \t "See Commission on Cancer" ) of the American College of Surgeons XE "American College of Surgeons"  (ACoS XE "ACoS" \t "See American College of Surgeons" ) and the American Cancer Society XE "American Cancer Society"  (ACS XE "ACS" \t "See American Cancer Society" ) which pools data submitted by participating hospitals to address questions of clinical interest. Problems were discovered in codes, format, and data sets requiring effort and interpretation before the data could be successfully pooled. 

Problems encountered in pooling data included the lack of standardization regarding the use of blanks in fields, and the inconsistent use of blanks, dashes, and 9s to code "unknown" data. More substantial discrepancies no doubt were present as well, but they were less easy to detect and correct.
Data items used by different individual registries or software systems varied in their definition and codes, even when they had the same name and attempted to represent the same information. Differences in some of the data elements made comparison or exchange of data difficult if not impossible. Hospitals were caught between conflicting standards when they were both reporting to a central registry using one set of standards and attempting to maintain a database consistent with a different set of COC standards.

It became clear throughout the cancer registry community that lack of standardization had a substantial cost, and it limited more widespread use of valuable data.

THE SOLUTION

Many of NAACCR XE "North American Association of Central Cancer Registries" 's sponsoring organizations, including the National Cancer Institute XE "National Cancer Institute"  (NCI), the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  (CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention" ), and the COC, recognized that increasing standardization of the way registries collect their data is an essential step in decreasing costs of data collection; making more efficient use of increasingly limited human resources needed for data collection, management and analysis; and obtaining more useful data which can be compared across registries and geographic areas.

Preparation of a statement of consensus on data standards for cancer registries was proposed by NCDB XE "National Cancer Data Base"  and the NAACCR Data Exchange Committee XE "Data Exchange Committee" , resulting in NAACCR’s appointing a subcommittee of its Uniform Data Standards Committee XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  to prepare one. At the same time, CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  entered into a cooperative agreement with NAACCR, and one of the projects to be accomplished under that agreement was preparation of broader standards for population-based cancer registries. The two efforts thus became complementary, with the intent of producing separate but related documents that together would specify NAACCR-agreed-upon standards. The cooperative agreement was followed by a contract which also supported, among other activities, further development and maintenance of standards. The results of these efforts are the following standards documents published to date:

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GOALS FOR THIS DOCUMENT

The goal of this document, which describes and publishes NAACCR record layout Version 9, is to define the data standards for cancer registration available for use by central registries, hospital-based registries, and other groups in North America as of January 1, 2001. Although the layout is available for use on that date, some registries may continue to use compatible earlier versions of the NAACCR record layout. (Version 9 data standards should not be used for data exchange prior to January 1, 2001.) In addition, this document also describes new data items and codes as well as modifications to the existing data items. These additions and changes become effective with cancer diagnosed on or after January 1, 2001.

Objectives of the standardization effort, and this document, are to:

1. Provide a resource to ensure uniform data collection.

2. Reduce the need for redundant coding and data recording between agencies.

3. Facilitate collection of comparable data among groups.

4. Provide a resource document to help registries that are establishing or revising their databases.

5. Serve as a comprehensive reference for data standards for cancer registration.

6. Encourage the adoption of these standards by all parties.

This document will be used by new and existing hospital and central cancer registries wishing to assure that the definitions and codes used within their programs are standard and consistent with those used by regional and national databases. Other potential users include registry software providers and those using registry data, especially if they are combining data from multiple sources or exchanging data. National standard-setting groups, such as ACS XE "American Cancer Society" , CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention" , COC XE "Commission on Cancer" , NAACCR XE "North American Association of Central Cancer Registries" , and NCI XE "National Cancer Institute"  will also benefit.

The present document uses the same structure and philosophy as NAACCR's data ex​change standards XE "Data exchange standards" . Where there is an existing standard for an item or type of data, the standard is incorporated by reference. Where a variety of standards are in use, there is provision for alternate coding schemes, but the different items are kept separate or another data field is used to indicate the coding standard used.

The NAACCR data exchange standard XE "data exchange standards"  incorporates several record types which are combinations of standard components, such as demographic information, patient confidential information, and text. Thus the different purposes and constraints of data exchange can be accommodated without the requirement for separate formats. (See new Volume I for specifics.)

SCOPE OF THIS DOCUMENT: WHAT STANDARDS ARE INCLUDED?

A variety of types of standards for cancer registries can be specified. There are standards that apply to the data collected and other standards that can be established for other aspects of registry process, such as standards for death clearance procedures, follow-up methods, or quality control. Yet another standard would address the completeness of coverage of a population-based central registry, and still another the qualifications and adequacy of staffing.

The scope of the present document is limited to standards regarding data rather than procedures, and is limited to a subset of possible data standards that NAACCR considers important to establish. Standards in this document include:

1. Reportability XE "Reportability standards" 
This type of standard specifies the rules for which cases are to be included in the registry. See Chapter III.

2. Data Items or Elements to be Included
This type of standard consists of a list of required or recommended data items which a registry should collect and include in its data base. Chapter XI contains standards for data items.

Example: "Sex XE "Sex" " is a standard data element on the list in Chapter XI.
3. Standardized Item Numbers and Item Names 
For ease and consistency of reference, all items discussed have been assigned item numbers and names. The item numbers are intended to be permanent and unchanging identifiers for the item in all future NAACCR standards publications. Assignment of permanent numbers was needed because standard-setting organizations have changed item names over time, or have similarly named items with different definitions. Unchanging item numbers allow the precision of reference required. Numbers were not assigned consecutively to allow insertion of related items in the future. It is intended that the item number will not change.

Example: The item Sex XE "Sex"  is assigned the item number 220. 
The NAACCR item names have been assigned to meet the needs of NAACCR and its data standards publications. Where possible, the NAACCR name is the same as that of the standard setter for the item. However, the following constraints were placed on the names:

a. Length XE "Length"  
Names were limited to 25 characters, since that is the maximum length for item names in the EDITS software system (see Chapter IV). Item names can thus be identical in this data standards volume and the NAACCR electronic metafile.

b. Consistency
An attempt was made to impose consistency in formatting of names and use of special characters. All dashes and hyphens are now represented by “-”, which is used to distinguish between item names built on the same stem name.

Example: “Sequence Number-Hospital” and “Sequence Number-Central” are the names of two differently defined sequence numbers.

To meet the length requirement, the word “first” is always entered “1st”, “treatment” is “RX”, etc. Other limitations were also imposed as needed.

c. Inter-Related Items, Fields, and Subfields XE "Inter-Related Items, Fields, and Subfields" 
To make the relationship of items more apparent, sometimes a word was consistently added to the stem of the name.

Example: All of the names of treatment fields related to radiation therapy begin with “Rad”, so that in a list of item names they will appear together:

  Rad--Number of Treatments Vol

  Rad--Elapsed RX Days XE "Rad--Elapsed RX Days" 
4. Record Layout/Data Exchange
This type of standard identifies the position of the data item in a standard flat file record, which in this document is the NAACCR data exchange record layout. These positions are indicated in Chapter VIII. Also see Volume I in this series.1
Example:  "Sex XE "Sex" " is in character position 78 in the NAACCR data exchange record layout.

5. Codes
This standard identifies allowable values, their meanings, and data-entry formats for data items. Chapter X and XI lists these standards for each data item.

Example for the item "Sex XE "Sex" ":

When it is necessary to collect more specific information than that represented by the standard codes, every effort should be made to ensure that the more specific codes will accurately collapse into the categories represented by the standard codes. This approach permits diversity without compromising inter-registry com​parability or meta-analyses.

6. Coding Rules XE "Coding Rules" 
This type of standard provides the rules and rule interpretations for deciding which code is correct for a given case. This document does not contain coding rules, but points to them as they exist in the documentation of other standard-setting organizations. For each data item in Chapter VIII, this document lists a "Source of Standard", and the documentation of this source should be consulted for coding rule standards.

Hypothetical Example: A coding rule might state what code to assign for sex when the medical record states the patient is female and the death certificate states male.

Chapter II

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND AND STATUS OF U.S. STANDARDS

STANDARD-SETTING ORGANIZATIONS AND OTHER STANDARDS DOCUMENTS

Several organizations have played a major role in the development of cancer registry standards. 

American College of Surgeons (ACoS) XE "American College of Surgeons" 
Since the 1950s the American College of Surgeons XE "American College of Surgeons"  has had the leading role in establishing standards for hospital-based cancer programs and the cancer registries that are a part of such programs. Through the Commission on Cancer's (COC) Approvals Program, COC has recommended data sets and codes for items to be collected, and has published the standard references used by hospital registries. COC’s publications include:

1. Cancer Program Standards24 (Standards of the Commission on Cancer, Volume I) which presents standards for the full range of cancer program activities, including the registry as one component.

2. Registry Operations and Data Standards XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  (ROADS XE  "Registry Operations and Data Standards" )2 (Standards of the Commission on Cancer, Volume II) which presents standards for which cases are to be included in the registry, which data items are to be collected, and codes and coding rules for those items.

Beginning with 1996 cases, COC requires approved cancer programs to use the codes listed in the ROADS XE  "Registry Operations and Data Standards" .

SEER Program XE "SEER Program" 
The Surveillance, Epidemiology and End Results XE "Surveillance, Epidemiology and End Results"  (SEER XE "SEER" \t "See Surveillance, Epidemiology and End Results" ) Program of the National Cancer Institute XE "National Cancer Institute"  has collected standardized data measuring progress in cancer prevention and control for nearly 25 years. Established by a federal mandate, the National Cancer Act of 1971, the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  is an organizational descendent of the NCI-sponsored End Results Group (1956-1972) and the Third National Cancer Survey (1969-1971).

Seven population-based registries have provided data continuously since the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  began in 1973: the states of Connecticut, Iowa, New Mexico, Utah, and Hawaii, and the metropolitan areas of Detroit and San Francisco-Oakland. In 1974-75, the regions of Seattle-Puget Sound and metropolitan Atlanta were added. These areas, plus the rural Georgia region added in 1978, cover about 9.5% of the U.S. population. In 1992, the SEER Program added two additional regions in California, Los Angeles and San Jose-Monterey, bringing coverage of the U.S. population to 14%. These regions were selected for their epidemiologically significant population subgroups, and in fact, over-sample minority populations in the United States.

The purpose of the SEER Program XE "SEER Program" , as stated in the National Cancer Act legislation, is to collect, analyze, and disseminate data useful in the prevention, diagnosis, and treatment of cancer. The goals of the program include:

1. monitoring annual cancer incidence trends to identify patterns of cancer occurring in population subgroups.

2. providing continuing information on changes over time in the extent of disease at diagnosis, trends in therapy, and associated changes in patient survival.

3. promoting studies to identify factors that can be studied and applied to achieve cancer prevention and control.

From these goals it can be seen that the aim of the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  is providing cancer surveillance over time. As a result, changes in standards are carefully considered for their impact both on future data and compatibility with previous data.

Participating registries are required to submit data twice per year in a standard format using standardized definitions and codes (currently The SEER Program Code Manual XE "SEER Program Code Manual" , third edition,19983 and SEER Extent of Disease XE "SEER Extent of Disease" -1988: Codes and Coding Instructions XE "SEER Extent of Disease:Codes and Coding Instructions" , third edition.6) However, the individual SEER registries have not used standardized data collection methods or data management methods locally, and they differ in the extent to which they impose data requirements on the reporting facilities in their areas.

Standardized edits, developed by the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  and shared with participating registries, are applied to data submissions, and the results are returned to the participating registries.

SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  publications relating to data standards include:

1. A series of eight self-instructional manuals for cancer registrars35 covering abstracting, coding, terminology, anatomy, treatment, statistics, and other aspects of cancer registry operations. Book 8 in the series is a comprehensive list of drugs used in treating cancer and is the standard reference for drug-treatment coding rules.


2. SEER Extent of Disease XE "SEER Extent of Disease" --1988: Codes and Coding Instructions XE "SEER Extent of Disease:Codes and Coding Instructions" , third edition.6 Site-specific codes and coding guidelines to describe spread of tumor in anatomic terms. EOD is a ten-digit code which includes three digits for size of tumor, two digits for tumor extension, one digit for lymph node involvement, two digits for the number of regional lymph nodes examined, and two digits for the number of positive regional lymph nodes. The SEER Program has always collected EOD information and collapses this information into different staging schemes.


3. The SEER Program Code Manual XE "SEER Program Code Manual" , third edition.3 Compre​hensive codes and coding guidelines for the data elements required by the SEER Program.


4. Comparative Staging Guide for Cancer XE "Comparative Staging Guide for Cancer" .4 Shows the relationships among EOD codes, the summary staging system, and the third edition of the TNM staging system. A revision updating the comparative stagings to the fifth edition of the TNM staging system is in development.


5. Summary Staging Guide for the Cancer Surveillance, Epidemiology and End Results Reporting (SEER) Program.9 Originally published in April 1977 and most recently reprinted in July 1986, this is the standard for localized-regional-distant staging for cases diagnosed between 1977 and 2000.

6. SEER Summary Staging Guide 2000 XE "SEER Summary Staging Guide 2000" .37 To be published in Autumn, 2000, this is the standard for localized-regional-distant staging for cases diagnosed January 1, 2001 and after.

World Health Organization (WHO) XE "World Health Organization"

2. International Statistical Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems XE "International Statistical Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems"  
(ICD-10 XE "ICD-10" , the tenth revision)11, 17
3. International Classification of Diseases XE "International Classifi​cation of Diseases"  for Oncology (ICD-O XE "ICD-O" )13, 18
These publications are world-standard diagnosis coding systems.

The ICD-9 XE "ICD-9"  was adapted for use in the U.S. as the Clinical Modification of ICD-912 (ICD-9-CM) and is the current standard for coding medical record diagnoses in health information management departments in U.S. health care facilities. ICD-10 XE "ICD-10"  was implemented for coding causes of death on death certificates in the U.S. effective January 1, 1999. The second edition of ICD-O XE "ICD-O"  became the standard for coding cancer diagnoses in the U.S. in 1992. An extensive revision of the morphology codes, especially the lymphoma and leukemia section, has undergoing field testing for the 1999 and 2000 diagnosis years; the third edition of ICD-0 will be implemented for 2001 diagnoses.

American Joint Committee on Cancer (AJCC) XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer" 
AJCC XE "AJCC" \t "See American Joint Committee on Cancer"  publishes the AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  Cancer Staging Manual XE "Cancer Staging Manual" , now in its fifth edition, the U.S. standard for TNM staging. (See Chapter V for a discussion of the unresolved issues in coding stage.)

National Cancer Registrars Association XE "National Cancer Registrars Association"  (NCRA XE "NCRA" \t "See National Cancer Registrars Association" )

An organization of cancer data professionals founded as the National Tumor Registrars Association in 1974, NCRA XE "National Cancer Registrars Association"  has been instrumental in the training and certification of cancer registrars. NCRA XE "National Cancer Registrars Association"  has produced a variety of educational materials including guidelines for a college curriculum in cancer registry management, a planning manual for registry staffing, training materials for staging of cancer, and a publication on using cancer data to promote the services of the cancer registry. A college-level cancer registry methods textbook was published (Cancer Registry Management Principles & Practice XE "Cancer Registry Management Principles & Practice" , 1997).

Since 1983, NCRA XE "National Cancer Registrars Association"  has promoted the certification of cancer registrars through a twice-annual examination. Over 2,841 Certified Tumor Registrars XE "Certified Tumor Registrars"  (CTR XE "CTR" \t "See Certified Tumor Registrars" s) have successfully completed the exam, which evaluates technical knowledge of methods of cancer data collection, management, and quality control, as well as ICD-O XE "ICD-O"  topography and morphology coding and AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  and SEER XE "Surveillance, Epidemiology and End Results"  staging systems. In 1995, responsibility for administration of the certification examination was turned over to an independent board, the National Board for the Certification of Registrars XE "National Board for the Certification of Registrars"  (NBCR XE "NBCR"National Board for the Certification of Registrars" ). To maintain their credentials, CTRs are required to complete 20 hours of continuing education every two years, which can be obtained by attending state professional association meetings, the annual NCRA XE "National Cancer Registrars Association"  conference, the annual NAACCR meeting, or other cancer-related conferences.

Membership in NCRA XE "National Cancer Registrars Association"  is open to anyone interested in cancer data collection. For further information contact NCRA XE "National Cancer Registrars Association"  at the address on page ix.

North American Association of Central Cancer Registries (NAACCR) XE "North American Association of Central Cancer Registries" 
NAACCR was established in 1987 as an organization of organizations. Members are population-based cancer registries in the U.S. and Canada, national cancer and vital statistics organizations in both countries and other organizations and individuals interested in cancer registration and surveillance. NAACCR is a professional society whose member organizations are interested in the development and application of cancer registration and morbidity survey techniques to studies of defined population groups and to the conduct of cancer control programs. NAACCR welcomes to membership cancer registries as well as other organizations and individuals concerned with the collection, analysis, and publication of data on cancer incidence in defined population groups and where available, data on the end results of cancer treatment. Individual memberships are also available.

NAACCR provides a forum for registries in the U.S. and Canada to discuss common problems and share data. It has several active committees which set registry standards.

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention" 
CDC has worked to improve registry data nationwide since 1992, when Congress authorized the establishment of the National Program of Cancer Registries XE "National Program of Cancer Registries"  (NPCR) through the Cancer Registries Amendment Act XE "Cancer Registries Amendment Act"  (Public Law 102-515 XE "Public Law 102-515" ). CDC provides funds to 45 states, 3 territories, and the District of Columbia to assist in planning or enhancing cancer registries, developing model legislation and regulations for programs to increase the viability of registry operations, setting standards for data, providing training for registry personnel, and helping establish computerized reporting and data-processing systems.

CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  has contributed substantially to the further development of data standards, both through their cooperative agreement and contract with NAACCR and their funding and development of the EDITS project, a software system that facilitates coordination of data standards. (See Chapter IV.) In administering NPCR, CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  requires participating central registries to collect data items that conform to NAACCR standards.

American Cancer Society (ACS) XE "American Cancer Society" 
The ACS has historically supported the development of standardized cancer classification systems and published the first code manual for the morphology of neoplasms in 1951.  The ACS has long supported the standard setting programs of the American College of Surgeons XE "American College of Surgeons"  (ACoS XE "American College of Surgeons" ), including the Fundamental Tumor Registry Operations education program, the Registry Operations and Data Standards XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards" , and the American Joint Committee on Cancer XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer" . Since 1995, the ACS has coordinated meetings of the National Coordinating Council for Cancer Surveillance XE "National Coordinating Council for Cancer Surveillance"  (NCCCS XE "NCCCS" \t "See National Coordinating Council for Cancer Surveillance" ), that includes representatives from the ACoS XE "American College of Surgeons"  , the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention" , including the National Center for Health Statistics XE "National Center for Health Statistics" , the National Cancer Institute XE "National Cancer Institute" , the National Cancer Registrars Association XE "National Cancer Registrars Association" , the North American Association of Central Cancer Registries XE "North American Association of Central Cancer Registries" , and the Armed Forces Institute of Pathology XE "Armed Forces Institute of Pathology" .  The goals of NCCCS XE "National Coordinating Council for Cancer Surveillance"  are to provide a forum for examining cancer surveillance operations, recommending practical approaches that will facilitate the work of registries, coordinating data collection efforts, and improving data quality.  Current priorities for NCCCS XE "National Coordinating Council for Cancer Surveillance"  include developing a roadmap between staging systems and establishing a national plan for cancer surveillance. 

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND OF STANDARDS COORDINATION

Because the various standard-setting organizations use their data for different purposes, some data elements had different meanings, depending on the organization using the data. There has been a long history of cooperation among organizations interested in cancer data to work out the discrepancies between organizations in their interpretation of data elements.

The earliest standard setters were the COC and the SEER Program XE "SEER Program" . The End Results Group, predecessor of the SEER Program, published coding rules and guidelines as early as the 1950s; the COC published its first data collection manual, the Supplement on the Tumor Registry XE "Supplement on the Tumor Registry" , in conjunction with its Cancer Program Manual XE "Cancer Program Manual"  1981. At that time, hospital-based cancer registries often used the COC’s codes and coding rules, and SEER central registries used those of the SEER Program. The two systems were not always in agreement. As a result, the COC and the SEER Program began working together to make the codes and definitions in their manuals consistent in the early 1980s.

The COC and SEER attempted to define one common set of data item definitions, field lengths, and codes for use by both SEER registries and hospital-based registries. By 1988, the collaboration resulted in the publication of both the COC’s Data Acquisition Manual XE "Data Acquisition Manual"  and the SEER Program Code Manual XE "SEER Program Code Manual"  with data items and codes in substantial agreement. Having more congruent data sets allowed easier data sharing and data comparisons, especially with the advent of personal computers powerful enough to analyze large amounts of cancer data. The achievement was very useful in setting precedents for cooperation in data management, and maintaining congruence whenever possible has continued to be a top priority for these two groups.

During the same period, the California Cancer Registry was developing a statewide automated system which would allow facilities to report electronically to the state registry system. One region in California was a SEER registry at that time, and a large number of hospitals maintained COC-approved programs. To facilitate implementation of standards within its program, the California Cancer Registry requested that SEER and COC establish a formal committee to pursue data standardization and requested membership on the committee.

The function of that committee was transferred to the Uniform Data Standards Committee XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  (UDSC XE "UDSC" \t "See Uniform Data Standards Committee" ) of NAACCR when NAACCR was established in 1987. Membership was expanded to include all of the major standard setting organizations and representation from registry software vendors and central registries. Over a relatively few years, this committee has made enormous progress toward standardization. A major success occurred when all of the participating groups agreed to implement the second edition of ICD-O XE "ICD-O"  simultaneously for cancer cases diagnosed in 1992 and later. In 1993, NAACCR convened a multidisciplinary conference to address the issue of collecting data on pre-invasive cervical neoplasia which resulted in specific recommendations for member registries to cease the collection of cervical carcinoma in situ.

The UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  provides a national forum for discussion of data issues and a mechanism for reaching consensus. NAACCR member registries and sponsoring organizations are all notified of decisions reached by the committee, the decisions are widely published in registry professional newsletters, and all interested parties are provided with all of the pertinent standards documents.

CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  added another strong voice for standardization. CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  requires that the registries in 45 states, the District of Columbia, and U.S. Territories, funded by NPCR use standard data items and codes. They are a sponsoring member of NAACCR and have participated in committee activities of NAACCR. CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  has entered into a contract with NAACCR to provide quality control activities for participants in NPCR. They have facilitated setting of standards and encouraged their adoption. The EDITS project described in Chapter IV is an example of the innovative approach CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  has supported.

At the time of this revision of Volume II, the major organizations agree in principle that their data standards will be consistent wherever possible. There are, however, areas where agreement has not been reached. These are discussed in detail in Chapter V, "Unresolved Issues.” It must also be realized that standardization is not always desirable or feasible. For example, although the NAACCR standard for entry of dates is MM/DD/CCYY, the SEER program collects only month and year of birth date and date of death. SEER has stated that they do not want to receive day of birth or death at the national level because of potential compromises to patient confidentiality.

Despite the progress made toward standardization and the near-universal agreement that standardization is desirable, much remains to be done. Implementation of existing standards is not uniform, and implementation of changes in standards is not always synchronized. SEER and COC will continue to publish separate coding manuals on different update schedules. Standardized data edits are just beginning to be adopted. Coding rules and rule interpretations are sometimes determined informally and marginally documented.

In Canada, cancer registries at the provincial and territorial level joined together with Statistics Canada XE "Statistics Canada" , a national agency, to form the Canadian Council of Cancer Registries XE "Canadian Council of Cancer Registries" . This process, begun in 1986, led to development of common national standards for the Canadian Cancer Registry XE "Canadian Cancer Registry"  which were implemented with a reference date of January 1, 1992. A Data Quality Committee, XE "Canadian Council of Cancer Registries:Data Quality Committee"  which reports to the Council, is responsible for making recommendations to set national standards, and will review and monitor data quality and resolve any inconsistencies in procedures, coding, or other activities affecting data comparability.

NAACCR hopes that by documenting existing standards, recommending standards where they do not yet exist, and publishing the results in a concise and authoritative form that it will be easier for registries and software providers to move forward to the next steps in achieving comparable data that can be more widely used.

Schedule of Revisions to NAACCR Standards Documents

The NAACCR Board has agreed that the record layout will change once a year only. Until further notice, all approved revisions occurring during the year will be released at the annual meeting for implementation in January of the following year. Thus, changes effective in January 2001 are being released in April 2000 as Version 9 of the layout. Beginning in 2001, the annual meeting will be held in early June. Standards revisions will be released in June 2001 at the annual meeting for implementation in January 2002.

Chapter III

PRIVATE 

STANDARDS FOR CASE INCLUSION AND REPORTABILITY
Due to recent efforts by standard-setting organizations, hospital-based and population-based central registries now follow nearly identical standards for which cases are reportable and are to be included in the registry; however, some differences remain. For hospital-based registries, the COC XE "Commission on Cancer"  stipulates which cases are to be included in approved registries, while most population-based registries follow the standards set by the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  and the National Program of Cancer Registries XE "National Program of Cancer Registries"  (NPCR). The Cancer Program Standards XE "Cancer Program Standards" ,24 the ROADS XE  "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  Manual,2 SEER code man​uals,3, 6 and the NPCR program announcement26 should be consulted for more details.

Standards covering reportability XE "Reportability standards"  and which cases to include are defined in terms of the following:

Reference Date

The reference date is the effective date cancer registration starts in a specified population at risk or in a specific facility. It is not the date the registry is organized or the work is actually performed. Cases diagnosed on or after the reference date must be included. The reference date should usually be January 1 of a calendar year, but is sometimes another date.

Residency

For a population-based registry, it is essential to include all cases occurring in the population at risk, and rules must be in place for determining who in fact is a member of that population. The goal is to use rules for the cancer cases that correspond to those used by the Census Bureau in enumerating the population. The registry must have rules for determining residency XE "Reportability standards:residency"  of, for example, part-year residents, institutionalized persons, homeless persons, military personnel, and students. See the SEER Program Code Manual3  XE "SEER Program Code Manual" for specific instructions.

NAACCR recommends that population-based registries include in their database case reports of non-residents from facilities in their catchment area for several reasons:

1. To allow for sharing of cases which may otherwise go unreported with other population-based registries.

2. To facilitate death clearance and other record linkages.

3. To allow preparation of reports to individual facilities that include all of their cases.

Hospital-based registries are less concerned with residency of the patient than the reason for the admission, and hospital registries may exclude certain categories of patients that the central registry must include, for example, patients admitted to a designated hospice unit or transient patients who receive care to avoid interrupting a course of therapy. Also, COC does not require complete abstracting of cases that are "nonanalytic" for the facility. Therefore, for the central registry, clear rules that are well documented, widely distributed, and accepted are essential to prevent missed cases.

Reportable List

In this area XE "Reportability standards:reportable list" , COC, NPCR, and SEER have moved closer together in the past few years.  All three standards require inclusion of all neoplasms in the International Classification of Diseases XE "International Classifi​cation of Diseases"  for Oncology, Second Edition,13 with a behavior code of 2 or 3 (in situ or malignant) with exception of squamous cell and basal cell carcinoma of the skin. Additionally, all three standards now exclude carcinoma in situ of the cervix XE "Carcinoma in situ of the cervix"  (see Table 1, p. 18).29 However, there are still some minor differences, as summarized in the Comparison of Reportable Cancers: COC, NPCR & SEER table at the end of this chapter. For detailed presentations of the reportability rules, see the ROADS XE  "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  Manual,2 the SEER Program Code Manual XE "SEER Program Code Manual" ,3 and the NPCR Program Announcement.35
In Situ/Invasive XE "Reportability standards:In Situ/Invasive" 
AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer" ’s staging manual considers some terms which are invasive in ICD-O XE "ICD-O" -2 or the SEER Summary Staging Guide as in situ (Tis or Stage 0). Two such instances are 1) Paget’s disease of the nipple with no underlying tumor, and 2) for colon/rectum, “invasion of the lamina propria.” Whether these diagnoses are considered in situ or invasive affects how they are reported in published statistics. SEER and central registries using SEER summary stage or SEER extent of disease codes report both diagnoses as invasive, but they will appear as in situ when Extent of Disease is converted to AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  stage and statistics are reported by AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  stage. This discrepancy should be considered when data are being compared. For more information on differences in staging classifications and current activities toward improving the situation, see Chapter V, Unresolved Issues. 

Multiple Primary Rules XE "Reportability standards:Multiple Primary Rules" 
In order to compare cancer rates for two registries, it is important that identical rules have been used for counting multiple tumors in the patient, whether in the same organ, opposite sides of paired organs, different subsites, or different sites, and whether they were diagnosed at the same or different times. The SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  rules are the de facto standard in the U.S. for both central and hospital-based registries. See the SEER Program Code Manual3 for details.

SEER rules are not identical to the international standard recommended by International Agency for Research on Cancer XE "International Agency for Research on Cancer"  (IARC XE "International Agency for Research on Cancer" ) and International Association of Cancer Registries (IACR XE "International Association of Cancer Registrars" ).33 The IARC XE "International Agency for Research on Cancer"  rules have the effect of defining fewer cases than are defined using SEER rules.

The following addition to the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  multiple primary rules was reviewed by the Uniform Data Standards Committee XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  and adopted on April 26, 1994, effective with cases diagnosed 1995 and later (Note: COC has not adopted this rule for use as of April 2000):

EXCEPTION: If there is an in situ followed by an invasive cancer in the same site more than two months apart, report as two primaries even if stated to be a recurrence. The invasive surgery should be reported with the date of the invasive diagnosis. (SEER Program Code Manual XE "SEER Program Code Manual" , Third Edition, page 11).

CARCINOMA IN SITU OF THE CERVIX, CIN, AND THE BETHESDA SYSTEM

The term “pre-invasive cervical neoplasia” refers to carcinoma in situ of the cervix XE "Carcinoma in situ of the cervix"  and conditions viewed as equivalent to it or on a continuum with it. Diagnostic terminology for pre-invasive cervical neoplasia has changed significantly, from the 4-tiered system of dysplasia and carcinoma in situ, to the 3-tiered system of cervical intraepithelial neoplasia (CIN), to the 2-tiered Bethesda System XE "Bethesda System" , with high- and low-grade squamous intraepithelial lesions (SIL). In the past, cancer registries generally considered carcinoma in situ of the cervix to be reportable, but they differed in which of these other terms they considered synonymous with carcinoma in situ and hence reportable. Con​sequently, data were not comparable over time or across registries.

NAACCR convened a multi disciplinary working group in April 1993 to review the problem and make recommendations for its membership. The recommendation was that "popula​tion-based registries discontinue routine collection of data on pre-invasive cervical neoplasia unless there is strong local need and interest and sufficient resources are available to collect all [high-grade squamous intraepithelial lesions] and its equivalent terms."29  NAACCR and NPCR adopted this recommendation. SEER and COC adopted this recommendation, effective January 1, 1996.

Chapter IV

RECOMMENDED DATA EDITS AND

SOFTWARE COORDINATION OF STANDARDS

The term "data edits" is used here to denote algorithms that check the content of data fields against an encoded set of acceptable possible contents and provide information on the quality or acceptability of the coded data. Data edits XE "Data edits"  verify that only acceptable values are used for codes, and more importantly, enforce relationships among the values in related data items. Data edits can apply pass/fail criteria to data, so that a particular entry or set of entries is determined to be either acceptable or unacceptable, and if unacceptable, the entries must be changed in order to pass the edits. Other edits may allow for looser criteria, where a grey zone of possibly-acceptable, or acceptable-upon-review is allowed, through, for example, the provision of a distinction between warnings and error conditions, or the provision of override flags in the database itself to indicate that a particular code or codes are to be accepted.

Four types XE "Edits, data:types of edits"  of edits are usually discussed:

1. Item edits XE "Edits, data:Item edits"  (single field edits XE "Edits, data:single field edits" ), where a single field or item is edited alone. For example, an edit of the item "Sex XE "Sex" " would verify that only valid values are used in the field.

2. Interfield edits XE "Edits, data:Interfield edits"  (multi-field edits XE "Edits, data:multi-field edits" ), where the contents of more than one item are checked against each other. For example, a common interfield edit checks the code for "Sex XE "Sex" " against the code for "Primary Site XE "Primary Site" ", and identifies as an error prostate cancer in a female.

3. Interrecord edits XE "Edits, data:Interrecord edits"  (multi-record edits XE "Edits, data:multi-record edits" ), where multiple items in different records for multiple tumors for the same patient are checked for internal consistency. For example, an interrecord edit might verify that sequence numbers have been assigned in chronological order to the patient's cancers.

4. Interdatabase edits XE "Edits, data:Interdatabase edits"  (multi-database edits XE "Edits, data:multi-database edits" ), where multiple items in different records in different related databases are checked for internal consistency. In registries with relational data structures, fields that might have been on the same record in a non-relational "flat" file may be on separate records in separate databases.

A critical moment for supporting and enforcing data standards occurs when the <ENTER> key is hit, after a value has been typed into an individual field. That moment is the best time to find any problems and bring them to the attention of the user. Most software does this immediate editing to some degree, though rarely with the completeness of the edits that are performed at a later time, or in a distant place. More of a problem, however, occurs when each registry software provider writes their own edit algorithms, even when the intent is to conform to a single external standard.

At least six different obstacles to standardization of edits across registries, and to their optimal use to achieve standardized data, can be identified.

1. Registry systems that may encode an edit from standard specifications are written in different computer languages, with possible differences in translation detail.

2. Each implementation of an agreed-upon standard specification may be pro​gram​med differently, despite an intent to encode a standard meaning.

3. Complete edits are not always performed at the time of data entry.

4. Documentation of the edit algorithms used is often difficult for both data analysts and data collectors to obtain and use.

5. Merged data collected via different data-entry tools may encourage "apples" and "oranges" to be equated, without the users' awareness.

6. Because standards change often, synchronized implementation is difficult due to the release schedules of software providers and their ability to respond to changes at a given time.

Only when the identical edits are applied to data can one reasonably expect identical results.

The SEER Program XE "Edits, data:SEER Program" 

 XE "SEER Program"  has for many years maintained a library of standardized edits written in IBM COBOL,30 which it both applies to data submissions from the participating SEER registries and makes available to its participating registries and other interested registries. In theory the SEER registries are able to implement SEER edits identical to those of the central program in their own locale, thus eliminating all edit-detectable errors before data submissions. In practice, all six problems listed above intrude at one time or another to prevent data congruence. Most registries are run on computers other than IBM mainframes, and some do not have COBOL compilers. Their systems differ in the timing with which edits are applied to the data. Synchronization of edit changes is a continuing practical problem. 

Nonetheless, the SEER edits constitute the "gold standard" in terms of the logical algorithms they represent. The logic they specify reflects years of experience and expertise. For the data items in Chapter XI for which SEER is a source of the standard, the SEER edits are foundation of the NAACCR-designated standard. However, it must be kept in mind that the SEER data set does not contain all of the data items in Chapter XI, and the SEER edits do not specify relationships among data items not included in its data set. The SEER edits are thus not complete, even for its own participant registries. To give an example, the SEER data set as submitted to the central registry does not include zip code (it does include county and census tract), and therefore no edit is specified in the SEER set between zip code and county, although the individual participants have probably implemented such an edit. In addition, SEER edits as written are sometimes not generalizable to non-SEER registries. For example, since SEER collects only month and year for most dates, SEER date edits do not edit for day of the month. 

The SEER edit package consists of the complete set of COBOL routines (IBM-standard COBOL) on magnetic tape or 3.5" HD floppy disks, and accompanying written documentation. Many of the routines are quite large, with thousands of lines of code and very large internal matrices or tables. Others are much simpler. SEER's edits are revised as needed, with new edits added and modifications made continually. Updates are distributed two or more times per year and are available through SEER’s electronic bulletin board. SEER edits are now also being maintained as a metafile in the EDITS software. For more information, contact the SEER Program XE "SEER Program" .

NAACCR has made increased standardization of data edits a priority, facilitated by the EDITS software, which provides a mechanism for standardized, transportable, and updatable edits to be provided through a “public library.” The goal is to help limit standards proliferation when there is no compelling need to be different, and to provide comprehensive public documentation in a current and readily accessible form in those instances where standards must differ.

The EDITS Project XE "EDITS project" 
A group of co-developers in the cancer registry field realized that by taking a meta-level approach, software could be engineered to address synchronization and distribution of standards. If the edit algorithms could be separated from the program code for the application, fewer resources would be needed to implement a standard locally. Moreover, a system of distributable edits would permit the individual software providers to focus their creative energies on the aspects of their cancer registry software that benefit from variety.

The EDITS project was conceived as a way to use computer software to optimize the coordination (documentation and exchange) of standards by providing a set of public domain tools for creating and exchanging data standards. The purpose of this software is to improve accuracy, efficiency, synchronization, timeliness, and standardization in data collection efforts involving multiple cancer registry systems.

EDITS makes it easier for standard setters to create and implement fully documented and distributable standards, and it makes it easier for software providers to pick a predefined and authoritative standard from a computer-resident public library of standards.

The EDITS project has been sponsored and developed by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  in consultation and cooperation with the primary persons and institutions responsible for cancer registry data standards.

The main parts of EDITS are:

1. The Metafile--A Database of Data Standards XE "Metafile" 

 XE "EDITS project:Metafile"  
The metafile is a comprehensive database of cancer-registry standards. It consists of a collection of tables that can contain all the information needed to test data fields for validity and acceptability, specifically:

a) Look-up tables

b) Translation tables

c) Choice lists

d) Data dictionary of standard fields

e) Local field name table

f) Error messages

g) Executable single- and multi-field validation logic

h) Text descriptions of edits

i) Sets of fields defining standard records

j) Standard-setter list

k) Description of local data storage

l) Data-entry help

m) Standards-documentation text

n) EDITS system help

o) EDITS language reference

2. The Edit Engine XE "EDITS project:Edit Engine" 

 XE "Edit Engine" 
The Edit Engine provides the link between the metafile and a data-entry software program and allows the program to make use of standard or custom edits that have been defined in the metafile. The Edit Engine may be accessed in several ways, including:

a) Modification of existing software to include calls to Edit Engine C library functions for field and/or record level validation

b) Inclusion of a batch edit driver in existing software written in a variety of languages

c) Use of stand-alone batch programs

In each instance, the software provider controls what parts of the metafile are used, and how and when they are used. The software is designed to facilitate compliance to standards by making it easier to use shared standard edits than to write one's own, but it is not designed to force compliance if non-compliance is intended.

3. The Metafile Editor XE "EDITS project:Metafile Editor" --A Standards Database Tool XE "Metafile Editor" 
The Metafile Editor is a specially designed database editor, which standard setters and software providers will use to select, organize, and maintain data standards. The Editor and associated tools are used to change or add tables, algorithms, help screens, messages, and documentation. EDITS edit logic and supporting documentation from various sources may be extracted from the metafile for use outside EDITS, or they may be combined, edited, and reused in new EDITS entries.

The software provider must also use the Metafile Editor to modify a metafile for distribution with the application. A Master Metafile provides a starting point for the provider's own metafile. The Editor compiles the run-time metafile for use with the provider's data-entry or data-validation software. Finally, the Editor is also used to generate reports about metafile contents. 

4. GenEDITS XE "EDITS project:GenEDITS" 

 XE "GenEDITS" 
The Generic EDITS Driver Program (GenEDITS) is a batch application for editing any data file with any EDITS metafile. GenEDITS is the fastest way to apply standard edits to data and to get a report of data errors. Since GenEDITS already incorporates the EDITS Application Program Interface (API), no programming is required.

The EDITS Language XE "EDITS project:EDITS Language" 

 XE "EDITS Language" 
Algorithms for determining the validity of data items are specified in the EDITS programming language. Statements in this language, stored in the metafile, are processed by an interpreting mechanism in the Edit Engine at appropriate times in the processing of a cancer registry record.

The EDITS language is very similar in syntax, structure, and philosophy to the programming language C. The EDITS language is essentially a subset of this general-purpose pro​gramming language, simplified for the special task of writing field-validation edits.

Because the Metafile Editor is itself an MS-DOS program, the metafile must be modified under MS-DOS. However, the resulting run-time metafile is usable on UNIX and other platforms.

NAACCR Standard Edits XE "NAACCR Standard Edits"  and the NAACCR Metafile XE "NAACCR Metafile" 
NAACCR first made available agreed-upon standard edits corresponding to its 1995 record layout and data dictionary, as volume IV in its standards series.25 A revised metafile corresponding to the 1996 record layout and second edition of the data dictionary was issued simultaneously with the second edition of the document. The EDITS software and the metafile containing the most recent public standards for cancer registry data are maintained for public access on NAACCR’s World Wide Web site to permit broad and timely access to the most current data standards. Diskettes containing the EDITS software are available from CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention" . The software can also be downloaded from NAACCR’s World Wide Web site.

A newly revised metafile corresponding to the fourth edition of NAACCR’s data standards and version 8 of the record layout is being published simultaneously with this document.

Chapter V

UNRESOLVED ISSUES

Despite the progress made toward data standardization, some issues remain unresolved. These issues are described in detail below. The Uniform Data Standards Committee XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  will continue to seek consensus on unresolved issues. Before new standards can be agreed upon, all interested parties must be provided sufficient time to study the proposals. Once the UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  approves new standards, there must be adequate time for implementation. The NAACCR Board has agreed that the layout will change once a year only. All approved revisions occurring during the year will be released in April for implementation in January of the following year.

All members are encouraged to present suggestions or comments on proposed changes to the standards to the UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee" .

Record Layouts

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Record Layouts" 
There are currently seven versions of the NAACCR record layout: 

1. Version 9 (dated April 2000)

2. Version 8 (dated April 1999)

3. Version 7 (dated April 13, 1998)

4. Version 6 (dated January 23, 1998 and, as slightly revised, dated March 20, 1998)

5. Version 5.1 (dated March 12, 1997)

6. Version 5 (dated April 10, 1996)

7. Version 4 (dated 1995).

Version 5, 5.1, 6, 7, or 8 must be used to collect the required COC data set for 1996, since only those versions include all items from the COC ROADS XE  "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  Manual. 

For the 2001 diagnostic year, NPCR XE "National Program of Cancer Registries"  funded registries are required to use Version 6 or higher, but Version 9 is preferred. In order to obtain the new data items (e.g. morphology codes from the ICD-O-3), NPCR funded registries should have the capability to receive data from hospital registries (and other data reporters) in the Version 9 layout for cases diagnosed in 2001. All versions of the NAACCR layout are compatible, but information will be lost during conversion from the newer to the older layout, especially with regard to treatment data items. CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  and NAACCR are preparing standardized conversion programs between the versions.

Case Inclusion XE "Case Inclusion" , Reportability XE "Reportability" , and Multiple Primary Rules XE "Multiple Primary Rules" . See Chapter III.

County at DX XE "County at DX"  (item 90)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:County at DX" 
NAACCR has adopted the Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) codes for county as the standard in this volume. (See Appendix A for codes.) However, standards for codes used vary somewhat by standard setter, as follows:

SEER  SEER requires use of FIPS codes for counties in the U.S., plus the special code 999. Since SEER collects only cases of residents of the reporting areas, no codes are needed for SEER registries other than the codes for the counties in their areas.

COC  COC has adopted the use of FIPS county codes as their standard, plus the special codes 998 and 999. However, the ROADS XE  "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  Manual also provides for use of geocodes for countries of residence outside the U.S. and Canada to be used in this field.

NPCR  NPCR recommends the use of FIPS county codes and may require their use in the future.

NAACCR  NAACCR recommends the use of FIPS codes.

Among state central registries, the use of FIPS codes has not been universally adopted. For these reasons, users of data should determine which codes were used for coding County at DX XE "County at DX"  in a particular file, since no field indicating “County at DX coding system” is included in the NAACCR layout.

See also the discussion of County--Current XE "County--Current"  (item 1840) later in this chapter.

Hispanic Ethnicity (items 190-210)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Hispanic Ethnicity" 
There is agreement on the standard data item "Spanish/Hispanic Origin XE "Spanish/Hispanic Origin" " and its codes. However, there has been substantial variation among registries in how the Spanish or Hispanic origin is determined. Procedures for determining ethnicity include:

1. Recording the ethnicity from information in the medical record.

2. Recording ethnicity based on all information available, including the surname, birthplace, or stated ethnicity.

3. Recording ethnicity based on a manual or computer matching of surname against a list of Spanish surnames that, in most cases, is based on the 1980 census.

A. Some registries also do an additional manual or computer match on the maiden name.

4. Recording the ethnicity based on the application of a computer algorithm to surnames to determine ethnicity.

Population-based registries must attempt to categorize their cases using a method that best approximates the method used by the Census Bureau to determine ethnicity of the population denominators, but a standard method has not been determined. The NAACCR Uniform Data Standards Committee XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  has discussed the issue extensively, and a subcommittee convened a workshop in Atlanta, Georgia, in January 1996 . A report was prepared and is available on the NAACCR World Wide Web site (www.naaccr.org) under the heading, “Epidemiologic Reports.” In 1999, a research group was formed of representatives from NAACCR members to address issues of definition and to produce comparable data for Hispanic ethnicity’s across the United States. The group operates under the auspice of the Data Evaluation and Publications Committee.

Based on these discussions, NAACCR has added fields for Computed Ethnicity and Computed Ethnicity Source XE "Computed Ethnicity Source" , and clarified how the code for Spanish/Hispanic Origin XE "Spanish/Hispanic Origin"  is to be determined. Registries continue to use different methods of coding ethnicity, but users of the data should be able to determine how coding was done in a particular file if the standard codes are used. See the descriptions and notes for items 190-210 for details.

Occupation and Industry (items 270-330)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Occupation and Industry" 
Most population-based registries have found collection of usual occupation and industry data to be difficult and of limited utility. There was also traditionally a lack of consensus on data items and codes for occupation and industry. In 1992 the Cancer Registries Amendment Act XE "Cancer Registries Amendment Act"  required collection of occupation or industry data to the extent available in the same record by central registries funded by NPCR.32 In response to this mandate, CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  sponsored a meeting of experts in occupational health and cancer epidemiology in 1995. Recommendations from the meeting resulted in adoption of data items and codes by the NAACCR UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  in August 1995.20 These agreed-upon standards were included in Version 6 and later of NAACCR’s data standards.

Data on usual occupation and industry continue to be unavailable in an unknown but probably significant proportion of medical records. Additionally, the quality of the data, when available, is largely untested. Much work remains to be done to improve availability and capture of this potentially important information.

NAACCR’s UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  and the membership will continue to discuss the quality and completeness of occupation and industry data and will reconsider the inclusion of occupation and industry in its recommended data sets.

Sequence Number (items 380 and 560)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Sequence Number" 
As discussed in Chapter III, the SEER Program XE "SEER Program" , NPCR, and COC have different standards for reportable diagnoses. For example, COC includes as reportable basal and squamous skin cancers that are AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  stage group II or higher at diagnosis, while SEER and NPCR do not include these tumors. Central registries may also differ in the inclusion of conditions such as VIN, PIN, CIN, and VAIN (vulvar, prostatic, cervical, and vaginal (respectively) intraepithelial neoplasms). Registries’ rules for assigning sequence number to cancers in the patient’s lifetime also differ. There may be other conditions, e.g., benign brain tumors, that are collected and assigned sequence numbers.

The NAACCR layout provides fields for two sequence numbers, one assigned by the reporting facility and one assigned by the central registry. Numerous operational issues result, such as storage of multiple facility-specific sequence numbers, appropriate linkage rules, and feedback of data to hospitals. When identifying patients with only one cancer for analysis, it is important to realize that there is variability in the definitions used to make that determination, and that cases may have been handled inconsistently in data collected using different systems.

Type of Reporting Source XE "Type of Reporting Source"  (item 500)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Type of Reporting Source" 
This item is used to identify the source documents used to abstract a cancer case. The existing codes do not distinguish between inpatient and outpatient or clinic records. Many central registries want to be able to keep track in more detail of the types of facilities submitting cases to the registry, especially to enable monitoring shifts in the types of facilities delivering cancer care. The UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  has reviewed suggested enhancements to this item that would provide greater coding detail, e.g., identifying free-standing clinics. 

Some central registries have adapted the use of this item or have modified the item to meet changing needs. For example, the Florida Cancer Data System XE "Florida Cancer Data System"  (FCDS) has adopted, on a trial basis, the use of reporting source code 2, FCDS defines code 2 as: reported by a licensed free-standing facility (diagnosing or treating) or a patient seen at a free standing facility but reported by another facility under a shared reporting agreement. This trial is being done to evaluate efforts to improve reporting from non-hospital facilities. The California Cancer Registry uses the additional data item Source of Casefinding to indicate the type of service or facility where a case was first identified. The NAACCR UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  may recommend additional data items or codes in the future.

Stage, TNM, and EOD--General (items 760-830, 880-1070)
 XE "Unresolved Issues:Stage, TNM, and EOD--General" 
Currently, four major staging schemes are widely used in cancer registries throughout the United States. The schemes differ in complexity, in structure, in purpose, and in definitions and rules. The four schemes are:

The American Joint Committee on Cancer XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer" 's (AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer" ’s) TNM System

In its fifth edition and now published as the AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  Cancer Staging Manual XE "Cancer Staging Manual" ,5 this is a clinically oriented site-specific system which assigns a separate category for the T (tumor), N (nodes), and M (metastases). The TNM categories are then grouped into stages 0 through IV. The COC requires that approved hospital registries use TNM.

SEER Extent of Disease XE "SEER Extent of Disease"  (EOD)

This site-specific 10-digit coding scheme6 is required for use by SEER registries and is used by some other state and central registries as well. EOD was designed to allow collapse of the codes into the stage groupings of several different staging systems, including AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  stage group.

Summary Staging Guide for the Cancer Surveillance, Epidemiology, and End Results Reporting (SEER) Program.9
This manual is used by most registries for assigning Summary Stage XE "Summary Stage"  as recorded in data item number 760 (see Chapter VIII), either instead of or in addition to the above schemes. This manual should be used for staging cancers up to and including all year 2000 diagnoses.

Summary Staging Guide 2000 has been approved for use with cases diagnosed January 1, 2001 and beyond.

SEER Historic Stage

 XE "SEER Historic Stage" 
When SEER data by stage have been published, the stage categories used were derived from categories used by an earlier program, the End Results Group. The categories are not identical to those in the Summary Staging Guide.

These schemes were designed for different purposes and at different times, and are not easily compared. There have been several editions of the TNM manual, and implementation has not been synchronized. The SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  has published the Comparative Staging Guide for Cancer4  XE "Comparative Staging Guide for Cancer" as an attempt to present comprehensive site-specific comparisons of the schemes to aid in data collection and interpretation. This guide covers the major cancer sites of colon and rectum, lung and bronchus, breast, female genital, prostate gland, and urinary bladder. According to the guide:

1. Changes over time in methods of cancer screening, diagnosis, staging, and treatment have affected the distribution of stage of disease

2. There have also been changes over time in the classification schemes themselves that can complicate data analysis and obscure the meaning of time trends. 

For all these reasons, comparing cancer registry data by stage over time or across registries, or using pooled data collected by different registries, is problematic.4 (page I.3)

Various other staging schemes are also in use. Several oncology sub-specialties have developed staging systems applying to a limited number of cancer sites.

The lack of comparability among these systems causes major problems for those collecting the data and for users of the data. For example, hospital cancer registrars are often required to code stage information using more than one scheme to meet requirements of different standard-setting organizations. This increases the training needed for staff and the time needed to code each case. Users of the data may be unaware that the same term may be defined differently in the schemes, and that data cannot be easily compared. For example, the category of in situ carcinoma of the colon includes different cases in TNM and SEER historic stage XE "SEER Historic Stage" . 

Population-based registries need to monitor changes in stage distribution over long periods of time to assess the effects of cancer-control efforts. There is currently no consensus national standard for which staging system(s) should be collected by all registries. However, recognizing that differences between staging systems and staging rules leads to confusion among end-users of data, the AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  Collaborative Stage Task Force determined that the cancer surveillance community would be best served by the development of a uniform data collection set from which SS, EOD, TNM, or any other staging system could be derived using a computer algorithm. A Collaborative Staging Data Set based on SEER EOD has been developed and final documentation will be prepared for submission to the NAACCR Uniform Data Standards Committee XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  for planned implementation in 2002.

For a discussion of staging issues that affect rules for case inclusion and reportability, see Chapter III, especially the paragraphs “In Situ/Invasive” and “Multiple Primary Rules.”

Tumor Size Rules (item 780)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Tumor Size Rules" 
For lymphomas and Kaposi’s sarcoma, SEER uses the field Tumor Size to record the presence of HIV. For cases of malignant melanoma, both COC and SEER record depth of penetration in the field Tumor Size. SEER uses an implied decimal i.e., 0.01 mm is recorded as 001. COC ROADS XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  instructs the data collector to round up the numbers and record the depth of invasion in millimeters. The NAACCR layout provides only one field for size, so data may be inconsistent among records in pooled data. 

Time Period for First Course of Treatment (items 1260, 1270, and 1500) and Treatment--General

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Time period for 1st course of treatment" 

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Treatment--General" 
The NAACCR record layout provides separate fields for the starting dates of the first course of treatment in each system and includes a flag, item 1500, to indicate which set of treatment definitions were used in a particular case.

Users of treatment data should also be aware that programs differ in the amount of treatment data collected. Thus, treatment data are likely to be inconsistent among registries and to have varying levels of completeness, especially with regard to treatment given in physicians’ offices or other non-hospital settings.

Surgery, Radiation, Chemotherapy, and Hormonal Treatment for the Years 1996-97 and 1998 (items 1200-1296, 1310-1460, 1640-1645, and corresponding fields for Hospital-Specific Treatment and Subsequent Treatment)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Surgery for Years 1996-97 and 1998" 

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Radiation for Years 1996-97 and 1998" 

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Chemotherapy for Years 1996-97 and 1998" 

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Hormonal Treatment for Years 1996-97 and 1998" 

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Hospital-Specific Treatment" 

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Subsequent Treatment" 
For the years 1996 and 1997, in preparation for the major revision of the coding of treatment implemented in 1998, the COC ROADS XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  manual separated non-cancer-directed surgery and reconstructive surgery from the field for cancer-directed surgery, while keeping the same basic codes.  The new item Reconstructive Surgery (item 1330) was redefined to include reconstruction at any time in the patient’s course rather than just in the first course of therapy. Three new fields, Reason for No Radiation XE "Reason for No Radiation" , Reason for No Chemo XE "Reason for No Chemo" , and Reason for No Hormone XE "Reason for No Hormone" , were added, and codes 7 and 8 were removed from the valid codes for these modalities of therapy. These new fields, codes, and related dates were required of COC-approved programs beginning with 1996 cases. NAACCR added all necessary fields to the data exchange record layout for 1996. However, the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  continued to maintain the earlier coding structure until the full major surgical treatment coding revision took effect. Thus there were major differences in the coding of treatment among standard-setting organizations for 1996 and 1997 cases. NAACCR revised the meaning of some codes and added a new code to its item 1460, RX Coding System--Current XE "RX Coding System--Current" , to indicate how treatment is coded for a specific record.

Effective with cases diagnosed in 1998, the completed treatment code revisions were implemented by COC, and the NAACCR layout was modified as needed. New fields were added: RX Summ--Scope Reg LN Sur XE "RX Summ--Scope Reg LN Sur"  [1292], RX Summ--Surg Oth Reg/Dis XE "RX Summ--Surg Oth Reg/Dis"  [1294], RX Summ--Reg LN Examined XE "RX Summ--Reg LN Examined"  [1296], RX Summ--Diag/Stage Proc1 through 4 [1642-1645], and Subsq RX--Reconst Del [1741].  Several items were renamed and/or had codes added or modified:  RX Summ--CA Dir Surg [item 1290] renamed RX Summ--Surg Prim Site XE "RX Summ--Surg Prim Site" ; Surgical Approach [1310] redefined; Residual Primary Tumor [1320] renamed Surgical Margins; Reconstructive Surgery [1330] renamed RX Summ--Reconstruct 1st XE "RX Summ--Reconstruct 1st" . Analogous changes were made to the corresponding fields of RX Hosp and Subsq RX. COC-approved cancer programs were required to implement all of these changes effective with 1998 cases.

The SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  adopted some, but not all, of these changes effective with 1998 cases. SEER implemented the new codes for RX Summ--Surg Prim Site XE "RX Summ--Surg Prim Site" . They added the new items RX Summ--Scope Reg LN Sur XE "RX Summ--Scope Reg LN Sur" , RX Summ Oth Reg/Dis, and RX Summ--Reg LN Examined XE "RX Summ--Reg LN Examined" , to their required data set. They elected to collect RX Summ--Reconstruct 1st XE "RX Summ--Reconstruct 1st"  for breast cancers only, on a trial basis for 1998. SEER did not adopt the other new items. Since they did not adopt the new “Reason No [treatment modality]” fields for radiation, chemotherapy, and hormonal therapy, they continued to use codes 7 and 8 in the treatment codes for those modalities. (COC had dropped codes 7 and 8 from each modality for which they had added a “Reason No . . . ” field.)

Historically, CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention" ’s NPCR has required the collection of “date and type of first course of definitive treatment when available in the medical record.”26 Information that was recommended but not required included supporting text and date for each treatment modality. CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention" ’s decision for the 1996-1997 diagnostic years was that the central registries funded by NPCR may collect and code available treatment information using either SEER (1995 or 1996) or COC (1995 or 1996) codes.

For 1998-2000, CDC XE "Centers for Disease Control and Prevention"  has a similar recommendation. NPCR-funded registries were encouraged to adopt EITHER the SEER 1998 or the full COC 1998 treatment coding. The NAACCR data item "RX Coding System--Current" (item #1460), which has updated codes to indicate available options for 1998 and later, should be used to indicate which coding was used.

Starting with diagnostic year 2001, NPCR XE "National Program of Cancer Registries"  funded registries are required to collect the surgical data items (RX Summ-Surg Prim Site XE "RX Summ-Surg Prim Site"  [1290], RX Summ-Scope Reg LN Sur XE "RX Summ-Scope Reg LN Sur"  [1292], RX Summ-Surg Oth Reg/Dis XE "RX Summ-Surg Oth Reg/Dis"  [1294], and RX Summ-Reg LN Examined XE "RX Summ-Reg LN Examined"  [1296]; a date of the start of treatment (as defined by either Date of Initial RX--SEER XE "Date of Initial RX--SEER"  [1260] or the Date of 1st Crs RX--COC XE "Date of 1st Crs RX--COC"  [1270]); and RX Coding System-Current XE "RX Coding System-Current"  [1460]. 36 By requiring only surgical treatment, NPCR is encouraging the targeting of limited quality control resources toward the treatment information that is most likely to be available from major reporting facilities and most likely to be complete and useful on a population-wide basis. As in earlier years, NPCR funded registries are required to collect data on surgical treatment that is documented in the hospital and/or outpatient surgery center medical record but they are not required or funded to take added measures to determine treatment beyond what is available at the time the case is abstracted. In addition, RX Text-Surgery XE "RX Text-Surgery"  [2610] is required with the following footnote. “These text requirements may be met with one or several text block fields.”

Rules for conversion between the various available treatment coding schemes are under discussion by the UDSC XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee" . Following discussion and consensus, the rules will be incorporated into the NAACCR EDITS metafile. It should be emphasized, however, that treatment data collected using pre-1998 treatment coding cannot be completely converted to the 1998 codes without review.

RX Summ--Rad to CNS XE "RX Summ--Rad to CNS"  (item 1370)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:RX Summ--Rad to CNS" 
This item was designated as optional in the COC ROADS XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  Manual. SEER and COC have different requirements for this item. SEER no longer collects it for cases diagnosed 1998 and later; however, they retain the codes for older years’ cases, and also convert the data into an appropriate code in the RX Summ--Radiation XE "RX Summ--Radiation"  field. In the 1998 ROADS XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  supplement, COC continues to allow optional coding of this field.

Vital Status XE "Vital Status"  (item 1760)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Vital Status" 
Both the SEER Program XE "SEER Program"  and the COC use code 1 in this one-digit field to indicate that the patient is alive. However, these programs use codes 4 and 0, respectively, to indicate that the patient is dead. Both programs have long-standing historical reasons to retain their coding. No agreement has been reached on this data item. 

County--Current XE "County--Current"  (item 1840)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:County--Current" 
County--Current XE "County--Current"  is an item in the COC dataset only. Codes used may vary among facilities for the reasons described in the discussion of County at DX XE "County at DX" , item 90, above. Users of pooled data should ascertain what codes were used for this item.

Name--Last XE "Name--Last"  (item 2230)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Name--Last" 
The COC ROADS XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  manual allows embedded spaces, hyphens, other special characters, and punctuation in the last name field. NAACCR standards specify no embedded spaces and no special characters or punctuation except hyphens. Special characters and punctuation marks are allowed in the COC data set. Neither COC nor NAACCR standards allow the last name field to be blank. 

Name--Maiden XE "Name--Maiden"  (item 2390)

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Name--Maiden" 
The COC ROADS XE "Registry Operations and Data Standards"  manual allows embedded spaces, hyphens, other special characters, and punctuation in the maiden name field. NAACCR standards specify no embedded spaces and no special characters or punctuation except hyphens and apostrophes. Both COC and NAACCR standards allow the maiden name field to be blank. 

Canadian Data

 XE "Unresolved Issues:Canadian Data" 
The NAACCR data standards thus far adopted do not adequately handle data from places outside the U.S. Changes have been made to accommodate postal codes, standard abbreviations for provinces, and other fields in Canadian data. Future versions of this document will review and incorporate standards established for Canadian cancer registries.

Chapter VI

PATHOLOGY LABORATORY REPORTING

PURPOSE

The purpose of this brief summary is to describe the efforts underway in Pathology Reporting XE "Pathology Reporting"  and its association with NAACCR Volume II, Version 8.
One type of non-hospital reporting source necessary for complete cancer data collection is the pathology laboratory. The lack of a standardized system for reporting by pathology laboratories results in each central registry developing their own procedures for capturing these cases. Pathology laboratories must comply with the different specifications from each state or province to which they are required to report.  The Pathology Laboratory Subcommittee XE "Pathology Laboratory Subcommittee"  was established to develop resources for central registries to use in the electronic reporting by pathology laboratories to central cancer registries. 

It is the subcommittee’s goal that making these consensus standards available to the cancer registration community will make it easier for pathology laboratories, central cancer registries and software vendors to adopt a uniform method for report transmission and processing. 

Because of the challenging issues associated with laboratory reporting and the Pathology Laboratory Subcommittee recommendation to collaborate with industry standards, these concepts had to be specifically addressed. The complexities encountered while putting together these new concepts in cancer case reporting illustrated some unexpected barriers in the publication and development of the standard. These complications resulted in the need for the production of a separate document to address these issues. In addition to the transmission complexities many of the data items used in pathology reporting by central registries had to be addressed by both the Uniform Data Standards Committee XE "Uniform Data Standards Committee"  and the Information and Technology committee.  Through an extensive review process it was determined that many of the data items used in pathology reporting needed new specific data item names. All major data concepts and items have been approved. Certain details of the exchange protocols need to be addressed and the complete information published.

Due to the complexities and capacity of laboratories and registries to support and implement an HL7 exchange, the Pathology Laboratory Subcommittee will also publish an ASCII Flat file exchange standard in addition to the HL7 exchange protocol. The committee is trying to keep the two exchange standards as consistent as possible.

GOALS FOR THE PATHOLOGY LABORATORY SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTING DOCUMENT

The intent of Chapter VI is to define the data standards for cancer registration as used by central cancer registries, pathology laboratories, vendors, and other groups and provide guidelines to assist in the implementation.

The scope of this Chapter is limited to standards and guidelines regarding electronic transmission of cancer cases from pathology laboratories to central cancer registries. The document addresses data items, data item definitions and transmission specifications. Implementation guidelines and business rules are incorporated to help central registries, pathology laboratories, and vendors within North America respond to the reporting of cancer cases in a uniform method.

Objectives of the standardization effort are to:

1. Provide a resource to help ensure uniform data collection.

2. Eliminate the need for each central cancer registry to develop a unique mechanism for electronic transmission of reports from pathology laboratories.

3. Reduce the need for pathology laboratories to maintain separate transmission protocols for each central cancer registry to which they are required to report.

4. Reduce the need for redundant coding between data exchange parties.

5. Provide a resource document to help registries and pathology laboratories which are establishing or revising their method of collection and reporting.

6. Serve as a bridge to develop a cost-effective approach to system connectivity through the use of a clinical data interchange standard that will support current and future data standards.

7. Encourage the adoption of these standards by all parties.

The philosophy of the Pathology Laboratory Subcommittee was to incorporate current industry standards and provide additional resources to offer support in areas of connectivity and communication protocols. Health Level 7 (HL7) has been recommended by the subcommittee as the vehicle for reporting cases from pathology labs. NAACCR has approved pathology laboratory data variables, and data dictionary. The HL7 format is being developed and revised to enhance the completeness, timeliness, consistency and efficiency with which cancer data are transmitted by pathology laboratories, received and processed by central cancer registries.

Ultimately, the committee’s objective is to develop resources that support the timely and efficient collection and reporting of cancer cases in pathology reporting setting and continue collaboration with other public health entities interested in electronic laboratory reporting. The content of the report will assist central cancer registries to develop the infrastructure needed to electronically receive and process reports from pathology laboratories. 

It should be noted this instrument is not intended to be the final standard by which all laboratories and central registries will report, but rather serve as a framework to initiate projects for electronic reporting of pathology related data. Cancer registries and others interested in direct electronic reporting of pathology data are encouraged to join the NAACCR Pathology Sub-Committee and contribute their experience to strengthen these documents.

Chapter X

DATA DESCRIPTOR TABLE (ITEM # ORDER)

The following table presents version 9 of the NAACCR data descriptor summarizing the item number, item name, data type, format, allowable values, and length of each item. The sort is in the Item Number order. Differences from version 8 are marked “Revised”,  “New”, or “Retired” in the “Note” column of the table. Summarized changes are in Appendix F.
A program that generates a file of records in the NAACCR data exchange format should handle instances where information is unavailable for any given field. A general rule is as follows:

When ALL of the records in the file to be generated contain no information on a specific data item, then the corresponding columns in the exchange record should be left as blanks.

When some of the records contain information for a given field, and other records will not contain information for that field, then the code that indicates “unknown” or “not available” or “not applicable” (as appropriate) must be written in the corresponding columns in the exchange record.

Example:

1. You are submitting data in NAACCR 6.0 format, but your registry does not collect data on AJCC XE "American Joint Committee on Cancer"  stage. The columns in the file you generate that are supposed to contain the information on AJCC stage should all contain blanks.

2. You are submitting data in NAACCR 6.0 format, and you collect information on surgery date. However, in some cases the date is not there because your program stores it as a date-time variable and either no surgery was given, or it is unknown whether surgery was given, or it was an autopsy, or death certificate-only case. Those columns in the file you generate must contain no blanks; instead, the columns should contain “99999999” when it is unknown whether or not surgery was given or when the case was DCO or autopsy-only, and “00000000” when no surgery was given.
